At that time, if
numbers do not warrant either show proceeding, the organizing committee will review their
options and all participants will be notified of any show cancellation.

Members 10 years and older, as of January 1, 2011, will be able to participate. Proof of age
will be required upon request.

Entry fee is $5.00 per animal. Please include with entry form, or pay to show secretary on
show day. Cheques should be made payable to the Roxborough Agricultural Society.
Exhibitors are asked to provide their own bedding but, if necessary, bedding will be provided
for a fee.

Each exhibitor must show his/her own 4-H project.

Each dairy exhibitor must be dressed in plain white, no logos on t-shirts and wear work
boots.

Each participant must have a parent release form, releasing the Roxborough Agricultural
Society from all responsibilities for the participant's actions.

All cattle coming to the show must have proper ID according to the 4-H project information
sheet. Calf registration papers may be requested upon registration the day of the show.

All general rules of the Society which are applicable will apply. Anyone failing to comply with
these rules will be asked to leave the grounds and will be banned from participation in the
2011 show.

Alcohol will not be allowed. Violators will be disqualified.
